We were able to appoint a new Year 6 teacher towards the end of the Spring Term, but unfortunately,
the successful applicant is not able to take up the position until September. This has meant that we
have had to work with teacher agencies, to find a suitable teaching arrangement for Y6 Redwood
during the Summer Term. This has not proven to be an easy exercise. However, | can inform
parents/carers that Mrs. Goodman, who has taught in the school in recent years, has agreed to take
charge of the class on Mondays, Tuesdays and Thursdays from next week.

Mrs. Goodman is an experienced teacher, who knows our school routines and the Year 6 team, and
will be able support the individual needs of children in the class. We hope to establish a consistent
arrangement for Wednesdays and Fridays, helping the children through their End of Key Stage 2
Tests and Assessments and supporting them with transition to secondary school. The advantage of
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being a three-form entry school is that there is a larger year group team, which helps to plan and
co-ordinate teaching and learning for all the classes in the year group.
